CLOTHES BEFORE GETTING IN YOUR SLEEPING BAG EACH NI GHT. 

5)  RAIN COAT. 
6)  SCOUT HANDBOOK. 
7)  WORK GLOVES (FOR SERVICE PROJECT)
